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Tongwynlais

A taste of the past, this script takes a look back at some of the events and incidents that
shaped the village over a hundred years ago. There are some references to Green Meadow
(Greenmeadow) and to the Lewis family that resided there, but, it is not intended to dwell too
much on that part of Ton’s history, other than to incorporate some of the linked events
associated with the village in general.

By way of an introduction, just as a ‘backdrop’, it's well worth quoting Edgar Chappell here,
from his book ‘Old Whitchurch’'...."Between 1840’s and 1860’s most of Tongwynlais seems to
have been built......Prior to the 1840’s Tongwynlais was a very small hamlet. In that and the
succeeding decade a considerable number of cottages were built, mainly to accommodate
workers at Pentyrch and Melingriffith Works and for a period Tongwynlais was almost as
important a place as Whitchurch. It became quite a busy trading centre. There were four
provision shops as well as a weekly market, whilst no fewer than eight public houses
provided ample facilities for liquid refreshment for the workers in mine, forge, furnace, mill
and transport, who lived there and in neighbouring villages”.

Tongwynlais has its own historic society well worth connecting with...

One last thing, the script that follows mentions many of the village pubs. At one time or
another many Welsh pubs fell afoul of the vagaries of the licensing laws of the day,
particularly Sunday Drinking, some on more than one occasion, Ton was no different. The
Sunday Drinking Laws came in, in Wales from 1881. However, those who had travelled
more than three miles on a Sunday were permitted to purchase alcohol in pubs which had
seven-day licences, these were ‘Bona Fide’ travellers. The idea being that you could
legitimately purchase a drink for refreshment while out travelling, or on a journey, but you
could not ‘travel for the purpose of going for a drink’. Those found to be doing this were
known as ‘Mala Fide travellers’, for the law to deal with. In The Western Mail 17" January
1895, a report was published on a survey “Following the observation of public houses in the
country districts on Sunday 6™ January”. The result of this census regarding the individual
local pubs is shown within this script (Sunday trading) for each pub. ‘Bona Fide’ or ‘Mala
Fide’ travellers / customers, let’s see.

CoroNeRr's INQuEST.—On Friday lust an inquest was
held: at the Town-hall, Cardiff, betfore R. Lewis Reece,
Esq., coroner, on view of the body of Anne Darvies,
widow, whose death (as stated in our last) was caused by
accidentally falling from a cart near Tongwynlais, on the
evening of Wednesday week. Deceused was fifty-three
years of age; and was the widow of Johu Davies,
fruiterer. Her son (by a former marriage) Evan Jones,
stated that he aud his mother were returning from New-
bridge market—that they left Newbridge about five in the
evening in their cart, and that the accident happened
about eight—that his mother sat on a hamper—that the
cart had no sides—that they were going along steadily —
that a jolt of the cart threw his mother off, and that she
fell upon her head. Her hands were wrapped up in her
shawl, so that, by the suddenness of the fall, she could
not lessen the force of the concussion by putting out her
hands; and, consequently, her head came violently
against the ground. She was a heasy, corpulent woman
and was killed upon the spot.  There were other parties
present at the time, aud witnessed the occurrence.
Verdict—Accidental deathi.

NEW CHURCH AT TONGWYNLAIS.

LAYING THE FOUNDATION STONE. On Thursday the foundation stone of the new

church, which it is Intended to erect at Tongwynlais, was laid with befitting ceremony. For a
long time past it bad been felt that the church accommodation in this increasing little village
was quite inadequate to its requirements, and It was therefore resolved by several of the
principal people in the neighbourhood that a great effort should be made to do away with
any complaints that might, not unreasonably, exist in this respect. Active steps were
accordingly taken, and soon, by means of a successful bazaar held at Cardiff, a grant from
the Llandaff Diocesan Church Extension Society, and a hearty response to the appeal for
assistance which the Church Committee had made, the funds were placed in such a position
that further delay in commencing the building was unnecessary. So it was decided that the
work should be pushed on at once, and, as it was Impossible that any substantial progress
could be affected until after the foundation stone had been laid, a gathering, having for Its

object the accomplishment of this necessary and Interesting ceremony, took place at
Tongwynlais on Thursday.

The village is one of the prettiest little places in the district, and It is astonishing, therefore,
that situated as It Is, only five or six miles from Cardiff, it should not have received that
attention to which, on account of its charming situation and natural beauties, it is
undoubtedly entitled. Nestling in a green valley, through which the Taff winds its course, on
towards Cardiff and the sea, and overlooked by the superbly wooded hill, from Castell Coch,
at the summit of which a glorious view of the broad expanse which stretches from Newport
to Cowbridge can be obtained, the village only requires to be lighted up by a fair amount of
sunshine in order that it may become one of the most pleasant places conceivable for the
performance of such a ceremony as that which It on Thursday witnessed. Sunshine to a man
in his counting house or his shop is generally very acceptable, but he is seldom found to
Indulge either In a paroxysm of joy when It is present, or of grief when a dark cloud takes the
place of the clear blue, and the heavy raindrops begin pattering on the pavement outside his
window. Sunshine, however, was to the people of Tongwynlais on Thursday a matter of very
great consequence indeed, for was not the foundation stone of the new St, Michael's Church
to be laid; had not a silver trowel and a silver-mounted mallet come all the way from London;
were not the said trowel and mallet to play a very prominent part in the day's proceedings;
and now, did not the rain appear likely to spoil everything? No doubt these were the
qguestions passed from one villager to another as the rain, after coming down steadily all the
morning, gained new strength about noon, and continued for a couple of hours to lash the
roadways of the village with such fury that In a short time the mud was ankle deep, and a
walk of a dozen yards meant a wetting to the skin. About two o’clock, however, a gratifying
change came over the weather, and the force of the rain suddenly ceasing, a gentle
downpour succeeded. This soon ceased, and the dark clouds clearing away as If by magic,
revealed the good natured face of the sun smiling down upon the place from a setting of
clear sky as though he would say, "Cheer up | see | have gone quite far enough In the
direction of lowering your spirits. Now, behold what | can do?" And the sun did do something
too. He dried the roads that an hour before were nearly Impassable, he permitted the
villagers to venture forth from their dwellings, and to cluster in groups round the shop of Mr.
Jeremy, where, in the most prominent place in the window lay the case which contained the
trowel and the mallet, of which previous mention has been made, and he disposed of the
very grave problems whether the ceremony must not either have to be put off or rendered a
failure. There was no longer any fear on that score the sun had completely answered the
guestion, and the public answered it too, for now they began to appear in bright garments
and Sunday suits, and to make their way towards the old church, from the belfrey of which
came forth a sound which Indicated that the hour was at hand, or to gather round the stone
S0 soon to be laid in its bed, over which the silver trowel would be deftly passed. The party
that had made for the church formed a procession, and marched to the site, on which, in the
course of the next twelve- month, will be raised a building of which Upper Whitchurch will
have reason to be justly proud.

The stone, which was a handsome, well-proportioned block, was suspended by means of a
crane, and close to the bed, into which, at the proper moment it would sink, was a platform
elevated a few Inches above the adjoining ground. This space was reserved, and among
those who were privileged to occupy it were the following:- Mrs. and the Misses Booker,
Velindra; Mr., Mrs. and Mr. H. Lewis, jun., Greenmeadow; the Rev. J. J. Powell and Mrs.
Powell, Tongwynlais; Mrs. Davles, the Vicarage, Whitchurch; the Rev. Mr. Parry and family,
Tongwynlais; Mr. E. and Mrs. Griffiths; Rev, Horatio and Mrs. Thomas, Pentyrch; Rev. E.
Jenkins, Whitchurch; Rev. G. W. Jones, St. Catharine's, Pontypridd; Mr. Haddock,
Whitchurch; Rev. G. B. Jones, Tenby and Mr. Mardge, choirmaster. The crowd, which, by
the time the platform was filled, was a very numerous one, having gathered round, the Rev.
J. J. Powell, the curate in charge of Tongwynlais, arrayed in his surplice, stepped to the
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front, and commenced reading the order of service suitable for such an occasion. He spoke
calmly and distinctly, and every sentence that he uttered could be heard without difficulty by
all present. The responses were heartily joined in, and the singing of the choir reflected
much credit upon Mr. Mardge, their instructor. Their rendering of the hymn commencing—

The lord of Hosts, whose glory tills

The bounds of the eternal hills,
was especially good. After that portion of the services commencing “Behold, | lay in Zion a
chief corner stone, elect, precious” had been gone through, a bottle was placed upon the
mortar In such a position that it would fit Into a cavity in the foundation stone which hung
immediately overhead. In this bottle were several coins of the present year's date, and a
parchment, on which were engrossed the following words:-

“In the faith of Jesus Christ this foundation stone is placed by Mabel Booker (eldest
daughter of Thomas William Booker (of Velindra), and Henry Levis, of Green Meadow, and
dedicated to St Michael, in the name of God the Father, God the son and God the Holy
Ghost, June 10th, 1875,"

Miss BOOKER then touched the mortar with the trowel, and a signal being given, the stone
was lowered into its bed. Mr. Lewis, jun., Greenmeadow, next struck the stone with the
mallet, and the ceremony was complete.

The trowel was of solid silver, exquisitely designed, with an ivory handle, and on the face of
it as well as on the mallet, which was of boxwood, with a circular silver plate inserted in the
head was the following inscription (the blank here left being filled with the name of Miss.
Booker or Mr. Lewis):- Presented to ----, on the laying down of the Foundation Stone. St.
Michael’s Church, Tongwynlais, Whitchurch."

The trowel case was of brown morocco, inlaid with gilt and lined with violet satin and velvet.
The trowel and mallet having been handed about on the platform for inspection, were
presented to Miss Booker and Mr. Lewis by the Rev. J. J. Powell. After the ceremony had
been brought to a conclusion, the Rev.. Horatio Thomas made a few remarks. In the course
of which be referred to the sermon by Dean Swift from the text. “He that glveth unto the poor
lendeth to the Lord." He knew nowhere, he said, that was so much in want of a place of
worship In connection with the Established Church as that place, which seemed to have
been overlooked for a number of years, until certain kindly disposed people took the matter
in hand. He did not know what the result might be, but they might rest assured that it would
not be an appeal in vain. The church was to built almost exclusively for the good of the
inhabitants, of the place, who were, as they knew, not of the wealthy classes. He could only
say that he hoped the foundation stone which had been laid that day would be the means of
glorifylng God, and of promoting the eternal spiritual welfare of the neighbourhood. He
thought they could not do better than offer their sincere thanks to those who had taken such
a warm Interest In the building. The reverend gentleman having concluded his observations,
the assembly dispersed. A luncheon was afterwards served to the clergy and others by Mr.
Whitney, of the Lewis's Arms Hotel, Tongwynlais.

The following details of the contemplated new church may be of interest:- It will be built from.
the plans of Mr John Prichard, diocesan architect, and the work will be carried out by Mr.
Franklin, contractor, of Splottlands Cardiff, who has had great experience in the building of
ecclesiastic structures. The church will be In the early English style, and will consist of a
nave, a chancel, a south porch, and a vestry. The belfry will be at the west end, and tyhere
will be large east and west windows. The walling will be of natural stone, quarried on the
Greenmeadow estate, given by Mr. Lewis, and the dressings will be of box ground stone.
The roof Is to be open bordered work, covered with small green Penmoyle tiles, and the
aisles andl chancel will be floored with tiles from the works of Messrs. Godwin and Co., of
Lugwardine, near Hereford. The pulpit, stalls, pews, &c, will be of pitched pine and the
building is designed to comfortably seat about 300 persons, The sand used in the building
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will be given by Mr. Booker. The site, which is central, Is the very best that could he selected
and was chosen by Mrs. Lewis. The ground will not be all built upon, but there will be a very
pleasant approach, which, when planted with grass and railed in, will have from the road an
exceedingly good effect. The total cost will be about £2000 of which upwards of £1300 has
been already subscribed. We may state In conclusion that Mr. T. W. Booker was absent
through illness, and Mr. Prichard, the architect, was not present, having an important

engagement in England.

By March 1879, the economy took a turn for the worst and things began to look a lot different
at the local iron and tin plate works. Part of the reason here was the improvements and
modernisation that had taken place with overseas competitors, regions which were once
lucrative export markets were now self sufficient leading to loss of custom and a decline in
local manufacturing. After the civil war America was getting back on its feet, improving its
own industrial interests. On 8" March 1879 The Cardiff Times published an article on the
difficulties faced by “men employed by Messrs. Booker and Company at Melingriffith and
Pentyrch”. At this time the workers were faced with a 10% reduction in wages creating a
feeling of industrial unrest. These works included the forge, the colliery (Lan) and the iron
ore mines. In essence the fear was in ‘how long the reduction would last and if the reduction
was accepted whether the work would be full time or not’. Evidently liquidators had been
called into the works by this time and the rumour was that they had no interest in keeping the
works open, particularly to carry on at a loss. A deputation of 40 men was sent to discuss
these issues with Booker who denied that shutting the works was a preferred choice, but
with economic and trade uncertainty he could not make any promises about the future and
was unable to provide any answers as to the period of reduced wages or of full time working.
It was certain however that any notion of a strike, or withdrawal of labour, would certainly
result in all orders being lost and the end of the works.

These men were stuck ‘between a rock and a hard place’, some arguing that half a loaf is
better than no loaf at all. The situation for them and their families was desperate. A miner
from the iron mine, who mentioned that he had been working there for the last 40 years, said
the miners, as a body, were agreeable to take the reduction. A workman from the forge
recommended that of two evils they should choose the least and work at low wages instead
of starving. If there were two or three men who could live for five or six months without
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working, there were dozens, on the other hand who could not do so. A ‘puddler’, from
Pentyrch, said that “at present what he earned was not enough, and if the reduction was
made, he would not be able to live”, another saying that “fresh meat had been out of the
guestion for a long while back they had had to live on four penny bacon and a bit of bread,
and he did not know what would be the result were the wage rate to be further reduced.
Even if idle and starving, it was better, in his view, to starve idle than starve working”.
Despite the difficulties faced, most likened their commitment and devotion to Booker as

being the same as a French soldier to Bonaparte.

LETTER FROM ARCHDEACON
GRIFFITHS.
T the Editor of the SourH WaLes Daruy News,

Sig,—You kindly reported, at counsiderable
length, in your columus of to-day, the proceedings
of a largely attended meeting, _eo!woned to con-
sider the best means of alleviating the distress
said to exist in the districts of Tongwynlais,
Whitchurch, Pentyrch, and Taffs Well.

Whatever doubts may have existed as to the
reality of this distress, none now remain.

May I ask fora small space of your paver to let
the public know the result of a l?coqd visit I bave
this afternoon paid these districts, and the
decisions arrived at by a committee of the le;sdmf
inhabitants, held at ongwynlas, over which
was asked to preside? One resultis, a_conviction
that there is a largz amount of destitution prevail-
ing in the homes of many scores of families.

A hurried report was to-day presented by the
gentlemen appointed last night to make enquiries,
which contained some very painful narratives of
the condition of houses visited by them. h

Fifty cases were rted as requiring immediate
relief. In as many houses there was no food, or
coal, or candles.

As there were no means at hand, I made myself
resporsible for the maintenance of these fifty
families, until something coald be done for them
on Monday.

At a gathering of the representatives of men
employed at the lentyrch and Melingriffith
Works, at the Cardiff Castle Inun, Tongwynlais,
on Thursday evening, it vas agreed to call to-
gether the woking-men on the_ tollowing evening,
in order that. consideration might be given to the
distress existing in the district, in consequence of
the -toppagze of the works. Nine weeks sgo the
works were clozed, and since that time many of
the workmen, connected in some cases with fami-
lies, have departed from the district, leaving their
families st mme. to seek for work in fresh pas-
tures; but, in the majority of cases, have re-
torned dispirited with non-success. All this time
the people of the district have beeu sinking inte
poverty, and fo alleviatefwhat has, in some cases,
become positive distress, it was considered urgently
n to call a meeting—a meeting
which, ons of the workmen assured
us, ought to bave been ecalled long ago.
At a jublic weeting on Thursday, at 10.30, it
was resolved *‘ That the home committee seek
the transfer to the general relief fund of any sums
of meney that have been sent to individnals for
distribution.”

Just months earlier (29" July 1892) The South Wales Star reported on ‘Charges Against
Tongwynlais Publicans’ dedicating a substantial column on various misdemeanours. It listed
Charles Crandon, Hauliers Arms, charged with selling beer to non bona fide travellers on a
Sunday. Evidently four men were drinking beer from a jug and all were found to live within
the 3 mile limit, but claimed that the distance over the ‘public footway’ was more than 3
miles. The case was adjourned in order for checks to be made. He was also summoned for
‘allowing drunkenness’, a man having been found lying in the kitchen ‘drunk’. It earned the
licensee a £5 fine + costs or a month imprisonment in default of payment. He wasn’t alone,
William Humphrey Lewis, landlord of the Old Ton was charged with allowing beer to be
consumed during prohibited hours. Men and women were found drinking and dancing after
11 at night. The case was dismissed due to the people arguing that it was a private party
and the landlady had asked if there was any objection to it 3 weeks prior.

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On 17" January 1895, The Western Mail undertook a ‘census’ on the Sunday Drinking Laws
and the newspaper published their findings in an article which included the sub-title “Further
Proof of the Act’s Failure”. The research attempted to cover the inns and clubs of Cardiff and
also the ‘country inns’. The work was carried out by a ‘crop of men’ under the direction and
superintendence of the literary staff of the newspaper’. There were some funny incidents,
one being while “crossing the Ely River at Llandaff. by means of a piece of timber thrown
across the stream and the first man was cautioning his companion to take care when just as
he himself expressed it, "very prolific of advice to take care just as he reached the latter
word he dropped in and touched the bottom at the depth of his armpits. When they got
across to the other side the one who was dry helped his companion to wring his clothes, and

then, with rare good feeling, stripped off his
own garments and gave his own dry pants to
his colleague. Thereafter they walked about
most of the day to keep themselves warm, and
it is not surprising that the character of their
report differs from that of most of the other
members of the corps. A good deal of the
discomfort arising from the mishap was later in
the day neutralised by the efforts of the good
Samaritan whom they met in the person of the
land- lord of the Lewis Arms, Ton.

THE NEW LINE.

WORK OF CONSTRUCTION TO BE COM-
MENGCED. %

At the Bute Offices, Cardiff, to-day Mr Robert
White—who, with Sir Douglas Fox, is the
engineer Jof the Cardiff Railway Company—
atiended to meet confractors who had been
invited to'inspect plans and specifications of the
new line. It will be remembered that the com-
pany obtained, by their Act of 1897, anthorisation
to construct railways from Llanishen to Ponty-
pridd ; but that, by proposals which they will
submit to Parliament next Session, they seek now
to vary those powers—to the extent that the
abandon the authorised route from Tongwynlais
nerthward and substitaie the course of the canal,
closing that waterway. From Llanishen to
Tongwynlais the already-authorised line will form
part of the revised scheme ; and it is this section
which, we are informed, is to be at once
taken in hand. It commences by a jonc-
tion with the Rhymney Company's line at
Llanishen, passes through Whitchurch (where
there will be a station), and joins the eourse of
the canal near Tongwynlas. The accompanying
disgram indicates the route. In length the new
section is about four miles. Tenders have to be
in by February 9th.

A second section is the junction with the Taff
Vale Railway at Treforest. As this would be
equally serviceable for the line as now proposed,
the company, it is-eaid, propose to put in hand
that section alzo. 1

THE GREAT FLOODS.

Landslip at Tongwynlais

MAN DROWNED IN RHYMNEY
RIVER.

Yesterday, in consequence of the heavy
rains of the past few  days, a
landslip occurred a little beyond the
Lewis Arme, Torgwynlais. At the spot
where the earth gave way a row of houses
hag been built, the boundary walls of which |
skirt the ma'n road. Directly opposite the
honses is the canal, which is considerably
lower than the road, and which is protected
from the thoroughfare by a substantial wall.
It was feared et the time the landslip occurred
that the roadway and wall would be precipi-
tated into the canal, but, fortunately,
measures were at ones taken to cope with the
divergence. The heavy trafic was stopped.
The work of repair is rapidly being proceeded
with. It is expected tkat the damage will be
repaired within a few days, and that a similar
catastrophe wiil be averted.

The Second Ramble was made from
Tafl’'s Well Station, T.V.R., on Saturday,
the Sth instant, in delightful weather.
Castell Coch was first visited. Tho walk
through Tongwynlais and the wood behind
the castle was very interesting.  After

ssing the vineries on our left we reached
the drawbridge of the Castle. and by per-
mission were allowed to pass through the
various rooms, galleries, and dungeon. The
carvings and paintings were much admired.

The present Castle is a modern strueture,
completed about eight years Lefore the close
of the nineteenth century, by the late
Marquis.

The original Castle was built by Ifor ab
Cadifor, ** Ifor Bach,” about the middle of
the twelfth century, in order to protect the
Lordship of Upper and Lower Senghenydd
from vhe ravages of the Clares, descendants
of the Norman Prince, Fitz-hammon, on
the south. * Ifor Bach ™ alse built Morlais
Castle about the same time. to protect his
territory on the north. It is asserted that
the ecastle was destroyed by Henry II.
It takes its name from the colour of the
rock apon which it is built.
